A new year has begun and well on 

the way. Samoaõs election of 2016 

has been a milestone achievement 

for women of Samoa. In 

2013 the constitution was 

changed to reserve 5 seats, 

or 10% of the 49 seats in 

parliament for women. This 

decision has made waves 

on national, mainstream 

and social media and inter-

national discourse given that Sa-

moa, let alone the Pacific region, 

has been known to have the lowest 

number of women parliamentarians 

in the world.  

Of close to 170 candidates compet-

ing in the election, 24 mare women 

beating the highest number re-

corded in 2006 of 18 women. Also 

this number doubles the number of 

women who competed in 2011 

which was 9.   

The increase number of women 

who are competing in the election 

is not a goal 

achieved but a start  

to women raising their 

hands not only to 

compete in the elec-

tion but in decision 

making as a whole.  

The Ministry of 

Women Community and  Social De-

velopment have been contributing 

in encouraging women to step up 

and be involved in decision making 

as a whole. This is seen in the many 

awareness programs that were car-

ried out through the years.  The Sui 

Tamaitai o Nuu is another way the 

Ministry have encour-

aged the voice of 

women to be in-

volved in the deci-

sion making in the 

communities. With 

this, the Ministry has 

worked together with 

several other organizations in at-

tempting to push and promote the 

idea that womenõs say counts in 

any decision been 

made whether it be in 

the families, the com-

munities or in the gov-

ernment.  

As locals watched and 

listened in anticipation, 

on Friday 4th March , 

2016 for results of the 

election, Samoans 

around the world were also eagerly 

waiting for word on who will be 

elected for our New 

Parliament.  

For this election, we 

can safely say there 

are now 5 women in 

parliament and that 

is a start. At the same 

time, we can celebrate even more 

as our first female Deputy Prime Min-

ister was sworn in the Honorable 

Fiame Naomi Mataafa. Also not for-

getting the new Minister for The Min-

istry of women Community and So-

cial Development, Faimalotoa Kika 

Iemaima Stowers.  Women really are 

stepping up and making a voice for 

themselves.  

The Commission on the Status for 

Women is the principal global inter-

governmental body exclusively 

dedicated to the promotion of gen-

der equality and the empowerment 

of women . This year, the 60th ses-

sion of the CSW is held in New York 

and as the election were well on 

the way, Samoaõs delegation were 

preparing to pre-

sent. 

During the Com-

missionõs annual 

two week session, 

they discuss pro-

gress and gaps in 

the implementa-

tion of the 1995 

Beijing Declaration and Platform for 

Action, the key global policy docu-

ment on gender equality, and the 

23rd special session of the General 

Assembly held in 2000, as we;; as 

emerging issues that affect gender 

equality and the empowerment of 

women.

¶ To present key disability documents considered 

pivotal to the ratification of CRPD, including the 

Report on Development of a CRPD Costed Plan, 

and Report on CRPD Legislative Compliance Re-

view  

¶ To secure and strengthen public support for the 

submission of the above mentioned documents to 

Cabinet for endorsement.  

¶ To create a forum for the discussion of the draft 

National Policy for Per -sons with Disabilities 2016 ð 

2020  

 

The first day consisted of four main presentations: CRPD 

ratification and the CRPD progress to date presented 

by Meritiana Fepuleai ð Tanuvasa; Samoa Disability 

Program coordinator, CRPD Costed Implementation 

Plan prepared and presented by Pisaina Leilua Lei 

Sam, CRPD Legislative Compliance Review presented 

by Ane Iati representative of Attorney General Office 

and The Samoa Disability Prevalence Report presented 

by Aliiemaua Malaefono -Taaloga.  

The National Policy for Persons with Disabilities was pre-

sented on the second (2 nd ) day by Faafetai Koria; Sa-

moa Disability Program Manager. Participants were 

divided into five (5) groups for discussion and to pre-

sent on what can be added or abstracted after the 

presentations that were given. The Forum was con-

cluded by Acting CEO Lemalama Taaloga Faasalaina 

with closing re -marks.  

National Forum to promote ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with 

Disabilities.  
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The Social Protection Aware-

ness program for this year 

2016 was spear headed by 

SPC/RRRT and was sup-

ported by the MWCSD 

through Division for Women. 

The program focuses on rais-

ing awareness of students on 

CEDAW (Convention on Elimination of all 

Forms of Discrimination against Women), 

CRC (The Convention on the Rights of 

the Child). Domestic Violence as well as 

looking at ways to address violence be-

tween schools. This program was done in 

the island of Savaii in four particular col-

lege schools: Itu o Tane, Alofi o Taoa, 

Palauli Sisifo and Palauli Falefa for two days from the 

10th and 11th March, 2016. The program was attended 

by 954 students.  

The Objectives of this program were:  

¶ Raise awareness on governmentõs role on the ad-

vancement of womenõs roles and responsibilities 

today through;  

¶ Policies, Legislations, International Conventions, 

Community Projects, Awareness and Educational 

Programs etc.  

¶ Raise awareness on CRC (Convention on the Rights 

of the Child) and the work the government is doing 

that complies with this convention.  

¶ To understand the negative effects of social media 

specifically cyber bullying.  

There were promotional materials given 

out to students at the end of each pro-

gram which consisted of CE -DAW and 

CRC pamphlets, while a copy of the 

Women Matai and Leadership Survey 

2014 and Gender Implementation Strat-

egy for the Reproductive and Sexual 

Health of Women in Samoa 2014 ñ2018 

were handed to the principals of both schools so it can 

be placed in their libraries for students to have access 

to when needed for research.
